


On the 18th of August of 2012, Miguel 
would embark on the adventure of a 
lifetime. For the next nine months, he 
traveled throughout North and Central 
America.  During his stopover in Cuba, he 
spent several weeks of intensive research to 
�“�Q�D�O�O�\ �“nd the long-lost Cuban Mercedes 
300SL Gullwing under a banana tree, 
along other valuable rarities. This feat was 
received with utmost excitement �E�\ the 
automotive media, culminating in a four-
page interview on the prestigious 
automotive magazine “Autobild” recorded 
at the Mercedes-Benz Museum, and a 

subsequent nomination to the Klassik Lenkrad Award for �O�“�Q�G of the �\�H�D�U�P. Miguel’s Cuban feat is �F�X�U�U�H�Q�W�O�\ being 
immortalized �E�\ Dr. Harry Niemann, former Head of the Daimler AG Historical Archive, on his most recent 
book about the Mercedes 300SL. 
 
Not the entire expedition was a bed of roses, however. On the morning of the 24th of �0�D�\�� 2013, Miguel’s vehicle was 
run off the road �E�\ a careless driver, lost control and was struck �E�\ an eighteen wheeler head-on, tumbling and 
�t�L�S�S�L�Q�J into a �Q�H�D�U�E�\ trench. What was left of the car kept Miguel safe without �D�Q�\ major injuries, even though the 
accident had brought the trip to an abrupt end. The consequent narration did the rounds on social media and 
overlanding outlets, �\�H�W��the battered explorer decided to head home for a fresh start. Just �G�D�\�V after the incident, he 
created the PanAmerican Travelers Association, a 
helpful Facebook comm�X�Q�L�W�\ that has saved two lives 
and grown over 5,000 members to date. 
 
Ever since, and still in a spirit of fascination for 
entrepreneurship, Miguel has helped his �I�D�P�L�O�\��
business �t�R�X�U�L�Vh, as well as his own trading �F�R�P�S�D�Q�\����
Oliden Group, as he keeps �V�W�X�G�\�L�Q�J all aspects of 
automotive �K�L�V�W�R�U�\. He �F�X�U�U�H�Q�W�O�\��serves as the Chief 
Curator at the Al Ain Classic Car Museum, an 
institution dedicated to preserving motoring heritage in 
the UAE, and presides the Mercedes-Benz Club of 
Arabia. In the good �F�R�P�S�D�Q�\ of his colleagues, he has helped arrange the Museum’s presence at the Dubai Motor 
Show Nostalgia Pavilion, taken part in debates organized �E�\��Motoring Middle East, and organized a 44-car 
show at the Dhafra Festival �L�Q���0�D�G�L�Q�D�W���=�D�\�H�G�����$�E�X���'habi.
